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SPEAKERS 
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ANNE L. COLEMAN, MD, PhD 

Stein Eye Institute, University of  California Los Angeles 

Dr. Coleman received her medical degree from the College of Virginia, completed her 
residency training at the University of Illinois in Chicago, and finished her fellowship 
training in glaucoma at the Wilmer Eye Institute, Johns Hopkins University. She received 
her doctorate in Epidemiology from UCLA. Dr. Coleman is the Chair and Executive 
Medical Director of the Department of Ophthalmology in the David Geffen School of 
Medicine (DGSOM), and Director of the UCLA Stein Eye Institute and Affiliation Chair of 
the Doheny Eye Institute, and Professor of Epidemiology in the UCLA Jonathan and Karin 
Fielding School of Public Health. 
Dr. Colemanõs research focuses on the diagnosis, treatment, risk factors, gene-environment 
interactions, and societal impact of glaucoma, cataracts, age-related macular 
degeneration, and amblyopia. She has also examined the lifestyle limitations imposed on 
patients with these chronic eye diseases. Dr. Coleman is also a respected and innovative 
surgeon, pioneering the use of the Ahmed glaucoma valveñthe world's leading 
glaucoma drainage deviceñand publishing the first peer-reviewed article describing its 
safety and efficacy. 
Dr. Coleman has been actively involved in national outreach programs in ophthalmology. 
She is former president of American Academy of Ophthalmology (AAO), American 
Ophthalmological Society, Women in Ophthalmology, and Los Angeles Society of 
Ophthalmology. 
 
 
 

COURTNEY E. FRANCIS, MD 

University of  Washington School of  Medicine 

Dr. Francis is currently an Associate Professor of Neuro Ophthalmology at the University 
of Washington School of Medicine, as well as the Director of the Medical Student 
Clerkship Program. She was born and raised in and around Sacramento, California. She 
earned her bachelorõs degree in neuroscience from Brown University. She received her 
medical degree at the University of Rochester. Following completion of her internship in 
Internal Medicine at Baystate Medical Center, she completed her residency in 
ophthalmology at the University of Alabama at Birmingham. She also completed a 
fellowship in neuro-ophthalmology at the University of Southern Californiaõs Doheny Eye 
Institute. 
Dr. Francisõ clinical interests include optic neuropathies, adult strabismus and cranial nerve 
palsies, idiopathic intracranial hypertension and papilledema, pupillary abnormalities, 
benign essential blepharospasm and hemifacial spasm. She is also interested in tumors 
involving the visual pathways, multiple sclerosis, myasthenia gravis and thyroid eye 
disease. 
Dr. Francis' research focus includes the evaluation and treatment of patients with 
idiopathic intracranial hypertension. 
Dr. Francis has been a recipient of several awards and was most recently awarded an 
Achievement Award by the American Academy of Ophthalmology. 
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TIMOTHY W. OLSEN, MD 

Mayo Clinic 
Dr. Olsen is currently a consultant for the department of ophthalmology at the Mayo 
Clinic, as well as a professor of ophthalmology. He graduated from the University of 
Kansas and then from the University of Kansas Medical Center in Kansas City. He 
completed his residency at the University of Minnesota and fellowship in vitreoretinal 
surgery and diseases at Emory Eye Center. 
Dr. Olsenõs primary area of research is age-related macular degeneration (AMD). He 
developed novel drug delivery systems, particularly in the area of transscleral and 
suprachoroidal drug delivery. His work led to the development of commercial 
applications of suprachoroidal drug delivery. His AMD grading system of eye bank eyes 
is recognized internationally for the study of early AMD pathogenesis. 
His other area of focus has been on retinopathy of prematurity (ROP). Dr. Olsen and his 
team have defined the economic model for ROP that uses cost-benefit, cost-utility and 
cost-effectiveness analysis for the screening and treatment of ROP in various 
socioeconomic regions globally. His team has published results from Peru, Mexico and the 
U.S., and all studies to date indicate that screening and treatment of ROP represents one 
of the most cost-effective uses of health care resources. The goal of this research is to 
establish programs for the screening and treatment of ROP that will result in significant 
cost-savings for all countries studied to date. 
Dr. Olsen is also the chair emeritus of the department of ophthalmology at Emory 
University School of Medicine, is the founder of iMacular Regeneration, LLC, served as the 
director and F. Phinizy Calhoun Sr. Professor and Chairman of Ophthalmology at Emory 
Eye Center from 2008-2016. 
 
 

JULIAN D. PERRY, MD 

Cole Eye Institute, Cleveland Clinic 

Dr. Perry joined the Cleveland Clinic's Cole Eye Institute in 1999. Dr. Perry received his 
medical degree from Columbia University College of Physicians and Surgeons, New York 
and his residency at the Wills Eye Hospital, Philadelphia. He completed fellowships at the 
Wilmer Eye Institute, Johns Hopkins University, and at the Jules Stein Eye Institute, 
University of California. 
His specialty interests involve aesthetic and reconstructive oculofacial surgery, including 
cosmetic eyelid surgery, cosmetic forehead and cheek lifting, cosmetic Botox® injections, 
cosmetic facial filler injections, cosmetic oculofacial surgery, and all aspects ophthalmic 
plastic and reconstructive surgery. He also specializes in lacrimal and orbital surgery. His 
clinical interests include all types of eyelid, eyebrow, forehead and cheek surgeries, 
including skin cancers, tumors, trauma and other conditions within these regions. His 
research interests include new techniques, materials and devices in oculofacial surgery, 
novel surgeries for eyelid reconstruction and droopy eyelids, and new surgical techniques 
for orbital decompression. 
He is a member of the American Academy of Ophthalmology, American Society of 
Oculofacial Plastic and Reconstructive Surgeons and the Cleveland Ophthalmological 
Society. Dr. Perry directs one of two-dozen fellowships approved by the American 
Society of Oculofacial Plastic and Reconstructive Surgery and he has trained surgeons 
working at the Cleveland Clinic and around the country. 
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CHRISTOPHER SALES, MD, MPH 

University of  Iowa College of  Medicine 

Dr. Sales is an Associate Professor of Ophthalmology at the University of Iowa 
Department of Ophthalmology and Visual Sciences. He specializes in minimally-invasive 
corneal transplant surgery, vision correction with LASIK/PRK and Intraocular Contact 
Lenses, intraocular lens implant exchange and iris reconstruction, and the medical and 
surgical treatment of corneal and external disease, including Fuchsõ endothelial dystrophy 
and keratoconus. 
Dr. Sales studied International Relations at Brown University as an undergraduate. After 
working in healthcare policy at Columbia University, he studied medicine and public 
health at Tufts University School of Medicine in Boston. After his internship in internal 
medicine at Harvard Medical School, he completed his ophthalmology residency training 
at Stanford University. He completed his training in advanced corneal transplant surgery, 
reconstructive ocular surgery, and laser vision correction at the Devers Eye Institute in 
Portland, OR. 
His area of expertise is in partial-thickness corneal transplant surgery techniques that 
target the diseased layers of the cornea and preserve as much of the healthy cornea as 
possible. He has authored four textbook chapters and numerous medical journal articles, 
given scientific presentations on the technique, taught the procedure to established 
surgeons from around the world, and developed specialized DMEK instruments, innovative 
surgical techniques, and novel training tools. 
Dr. Sales enjoys volunteering with ophthalmic missions in the developing world. The father 
of an adorable daughter and son, and husband to a beautiful, accomplished wife, he 
also enjoys cooking, traveling, exercising, and photography. 
 

VANCE THOMPSON, MD 

Vance Thompson Vision 

Dr. Thompson is a board-certified ophthalmologist who specializes in refractive surgery, 
including laser vision correction, implant vision correction, and advanced cataract surgery. 
He completed his education at the University of South Dakota School of Medicine, 
followed by an internship at Avera McKennan Hospital in Sioux Falls, South Dakota, and 
completed his ophthalmology residency at the University of Missouri, followed by a 
Refractive and Cataract Surgery Fellowship at the Hunkeler Eye Clinic in Kansas City, 
Kansas. 
As the director of refractive surgery, he leads a collaborative team of medical 
professionals to surgically treat vision conditions with advanced technology and 
innovative techniques. A leading expert in refractive and cataract surgery, Dr. Thompson 
currently serves as a professor of ophthalmology at the University of South Dakota. Dr. 
Thompson has played an important role in the discovery and development of the 
advanced technologies and techniques used in todayõs laser and implant vision correction 
surgeries. Serving as the medical monitor lead, or principal investigator, Dr. Thompson has 
led over 100 FDA-monitored clinical trials and has published numerous papers and book 
chapters on his findings. He is a founding board member of LASIK Institute. In addition, 
Dr. Thompson co-authored a textbook titled Refractive Surgery. He lectures and teaches 
around the world. Dr. Thompson and his wife, Jana have three children. His favorite 
hobbies include cooking, hunting, and fishing, which he enjoys with his family and friends.
